Do not leave any packaging material (bags,  
corner brackets etc.) within reach of 
children.

•	 Before commencing maintenance 
the power must be turned off using 
the double-pole switch (mains power 
switch). The power can only be turned 
on for normal use, once the operation 
has been completed.

PRODUCT USE

The Rangehood has one mode of 
operation:

Air extraction: The air is drawn in by the 
rangehood, filtered through the grease 
filters, and then expelled outside. Please 
check the cleaning and maintenance 
section for advice on  
the filter’s cleaning schedule.

This product is designed for household 
use and must not be used for commercial 
applications.

After use, always ensure that all controls 
are in the “OFF” position.

Never flambé any food beneath the 
rangehood. 

Always switch off the power source and 
unplug the connection before conducting 
maintenance or cleaning.

Respect the cleaning frequencies 
and intervals for changing the filters, 
otherwise, the accumulated grease could 
cause a fire or damage to the appliance.

Changes made to the steel surface will 
render the warranty invalid.

In addition to the size of the rangehood, 
the height of the rangehood above the 
cooktop is important to obtain the best 
performance.

•	 It is STRONGLY RECOMMENDED that the rangehood be installed centrally over the cooktop, this will greatly 
improve its performance.

ATTACHING THE COMPUTER BOARD

connect the computer board and wiring bracket to 
the main body of the rangehood.

1.	 Attach the computer board to the outlet box 
using the screws provided.

2.	 Position the computer board facing out from 
the outlet (see figure A), align the holes when 
attaching the computer board (figure B) and 
secure using screws provided.

Step 1

Measure the position on the wall where the 
bracket is to be inserted following the height 
recommendations indicated in the mounting laws 
and regulations section.

Draw a line and mark the position of the holes that 
must be made, make sure it is level and fixed (D) to 
a supporting beam.

Place flue covers onto the rangehood and adjust 
the height of the flue covers by sliding the outer 
flue cover down.

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 OPERATION

To obtain the best performance, switch the 
rangehood on a few minutes prior to cooking and 
leave it running for at least 10 minutes after you 
have finished cooking.

The buttons have the following functions:

A.- Timer: When this function is activated, the 
blue light will flash on the timer button. The 
rangehood continues to operate for 10-15 minutes 
at the required speed and then automatically 
switches the motor off.

B.- Increase speed: This button increases the 
aspiration speed. When at maximum speed, the 
blue light will flash.

C.- ON / OFF: This button turns the rangehood on 
and off. The rangehood will always turn on at the 
same speed at which is was turned off.

D.- Reduce speed: This button reduces the 
aspiration speed. When in operation, the low speed 
button will be blue. 

E.- Light: Press this button to turn the lights on 
and off. When the lights are operating, the light 
button is blue.

This rangehood has a device that lets you know 
when the grease filters must be cleaned.

When the light button (E) flashes, this means the 
filters must be washed (usually after 40 hours of 
operation).

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FILTERS

•	 For this appliance to function effectively, regular 
maintenance is a must.

•	 The function of the filter is to absorb the grease 
particles emitted during cooking.

•	 Blocked filters and heavy oil deposits restrict 
airflow and may cause the motor to overheat and 
become a fire hazard.

•	 Filters should be cleaned every 3-6 weeks or 
after 40 hours of use. 

•	 Disconnect the electrical connection before any 
maintenance or cleaning processes are carried 
out.

•	 In ceiling-mounted rangehoods, the doors or 
glass must be opened before accessing the 
filters.

•	 To remove the filter, press ‘Catch A’ towards the 
rear of the rangehood (removing the pins from 
the front guide), ease down slightly and remove. 
To replace, perform the same operation but in 
reverse, see figure 1.

•	 If your model is equipped with the Balanced 
Aspiration System periodical cleaning is 
required. The Balanced Aspiration plate can be 
removed by taking out the 6 screws shown in 
figure 2. Please make sure it is fully dry before 
installing back to the rangehood.

•	 For an induction cooktop, please aim to clean 
the filters at least every 10 days, depending on 
frequency of use.

•	 The filters can be washed by hand or in the 
dishwasher

Washing by hand - Immerse the filter in hot 
water and a suitable detergent, when clean, 
rinse with plenty of hot water. 

Dishwasher - Put the filter in the dishwasher 
and select a short program at low temperature.

NOTE: The colour of the metal mesh filters may 
change after several washes. This is normal and 
it is not necessary to replace the filters.

WARNING

Always switch off and disconnect power to the rangehood before cleaning. The 
manufacturer is exonerated from all responsibility in the event of fire due to poor 
maintenance of the filters and rangehood. 

Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by children without supervision.

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SURFACES

The surface of the rangehood can be cleaned with 
warm soapy water and a soft sponge / cloth. 

•	 Never use abrasive detergents, scouring pads, 
steel wool or solvents on ANY part of this 
appliance. 

•	 Rinse with clean water and ensure that the 
appliance is completely dry after cleaning. 

•	 For better results, you can use high quality 
cleaning and protection products (eg. Steel 
Kleen) to clean your rangehood.

•	 Always make sure the appliance is completely 
dry after cleaning and never leave wet, this may 
cause irreparable damage.

It is important to follow the direction of the surface 
grain with the cloth (refer to figure below).

Do not pour any liquid directly onto the rangehood, 
apply to a soft cloth first.

The cloth must have no buttons, zips or fasteners 
that can scratch the surface.

It is strictly forbidden to use chemical solvents, 
aggressive, grainy or abrasive products, naphtha, 
alcohol or similar products that could damage the 
surface of the rangehood.

The manufacturer will not be held responsible for 
functional or aesthetic damage caused by using 
inadequate cleaning methods.

Cleaning the Interior
Clean the interior of the rangehood with a damp 
cloth and a neutral detergent or denatured alcohol.

NOTE: Do not use denatured alcohol on the 
exterior of the rangehood. Do not clean the electric 
parts or the motor with liquids or solvents.

TYPE 1 (LED Spot) & 2 (GLED Square): 
REPLACING THE LED BULB

The life span of an LED bulb is at least 10 times that 
of a halogen bulb. If the globe needs to be replaced, 
proceed as follows:

1.	 Unplug the respective connector (A).

2.	 Press the tabs (B) inside the rangehood.

3.	 Remove the LED.

4.	 Put in the new LED and reinstall, as above, but 
in reverse order.

1.	 Press on the indicated zone “push” (1)

2.	 Open the light cover to an angle of 90º, DO NOT 
force past 90º.

3.	 Insert a new 12V halogen bulb as indicated (2) 
and (3), 50W maximum.

4.	 Close the light cover by pressing the part where 
it says “push” (1), until it clicks shut.

NOTE: Never handle the glass of the lamp with 
bare hands. Use a cloth or wear gloves when 
handling the bulb to avoid contact with skin.

TYPE 4 (Fluorescent TLS FBT): 
REPLACING THE FLUORESCENT TUBE

1.	 Remove the filters and the Balanced Aspiration 
plate by taking out the 6 screws, see page 17.

2.	 Remove the top section by removing the 4 screws 
at the front and loosening the 3 inner screws.

3.	 Remove the fluorescent tube.

4.	 Insert the new tube as explained above but in 
reverse order.

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 TROUBLESHOOTING

COOKING WITH INDUCTION 
COOKTOPS

Cooking with an induction or similar cooktop,  
may produce condensation on the rangehood.

Unlike basic electric or gas cooking, induction 
cooktops heat food and liquid instantly, which in 
turn, produces vapours rapidly. Because of the 
accelerated process, the rangehood filters do not 
have enough time to warm up, which increases the 
chance of condensation forming.

There are many variables that may contribute  
to condensation forming, some of which include 
but are not limited to:

•	 Variance in climate – geographical location.

•	 Position of your home & kitchen – morning/
afternoon sun.

•	 Distance from cooktop to the rangehood.

•	 Speed of food & liquid heating.

•	 Angle of ducting – an ‘S’ bend is preferred.

•	 Filter size – larger rangehood preferred,  
as it will have a larger filter extraction area.

•	 Quality of pots or cookware you are using –  
high quality is recommended.

How to reduce the possibility of condensation 
forming:

•	 Ensure the rangehood is installed by a qualified 
professional, carefully following the installation 
guide.

•	 Turn on the rangehood 5-10 minutes prior to 
cooking, and leave on for 5-10 minutes after 
cooking; this helps clear remaining vapours  
from the flue.

•	 Start the cooking process at a low-to-medium 
setting and allow time for the rangehood to 
become warm.

•	 Clean filters regularly.

•	 Ensure constant airflow in the cooking zone; this 
helps optimise the rate of extraction.

•	 Follow all induction cooktop manufacturer’s 
advice.

•	 Install at recommended height above induction 
cooktop.

For further tips or information regarding cooking 
with induction, please contact the induction 
cooktop manufacturer.
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Before you contact the technical service 
department, make sure that the product  
is plugged in and power is supplied.

•	 Do not take any action that will damage  
the product.
