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3 Using the appliance

3.1 Information about New
Generation Cooling
Technology

Fridges with new-ge-
neration cooling fech-
nology have a diffe-
rent operating system
fo stafic fridges.
Other (static) fridges
may experience a
build up of ice in the
freezer compartment
due to door openings
and humidity in the
food. In such fridges,
regular defrosting is
required; the fridge

mus; be sv?ifched off,
the frozen food moved@\
fo a suitable confainer ——
and the ice which has formed in the
freezer compartment removed. In frid-
ges with new-generation cooling tech-
nology, a fan blows dry cold air evenly
throughout the refrigerator and freezer
compartments.

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3.4 Temperature Adjustment

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4 Food storage

4.1 Refrigerator compartment
For normal operating conditions, set
the temperature of the refrigerator com-
partment to +4 or +6 °C.

® To reduce humidity and avoid the
consequent formation of frost, always
store liquids in sealed containers in
the refrigerator. Frost tends to con-
centrate in the coldest parts of the
evaporating liquid and, in time, your
appliance will require more frequent
defrosting.

e Never place warm food in the refrige-
rator. VWarm food should be allowed
to cool at room temperature and
should be arranged to ensure ade-
quate air circulation in the refrigerafor
compartment.

* Make sure no items are in direct con-
fact with the rear wall of the applian-
ce as frost will develop and packa-
ging will stick to it. Do not open the
refrigerator door frequently.

* We recommend that meat and clean
fish are loosely wrapped and stored
on the glass shelf just above the vege-
table bin where the air is cooler, as
this provides the best storage condi-
tions.

® Store loose fruit and vegetable items
in the suitable containers of the fruit
and vegetable drawer.

Store loose fruit and vegetfable items
in the suitable fruit and vegetable
drawer.

Storing fruit and vegetables separo-
tely helps prevent ethylene-sensitive
vegetables (green leaves, broccoli,
carrot, efc.) being affected by ethy-
lenereleaser fruits (banana, peach,
apricot, fig efc.).

Storage time for all food products
depends on the initial quality of the
food and an uninferrupted refrigera-
fion cycle before refrigerafor storage.

Water leaking from meat
may confaminate other products in
the refrigerator. You should package
meat products and clean any leaka-
ges on the shelves.

Do not put food in front of the air flow
passage.

4.2 Freezer compartment
For normal operating conditions, set Z
the temperature of the freezer compart-

ment fo -18 or -20 °C.

e The freezer is used for storing frozen
food, freezing fresh food, and mo-
king ice cubes.

e for freezmg fresh food; wrap and
seal fresh food properly, that is the
packaging should Ee air tight and
shouldn't leak.

Special freezer bags, aluminum foil
polythene bags and plastic contai-
ners are ideo%

® Do not store fresh food next fo fro-
zen food as it can thaw the frozen
food.

® Before freezing fresh food, divide it
into portions that can be consumed
in one sitfing.

e Consume thawed frozen food within
a short period of time affer defro-
sting

e Never place warm food in the free-
zer compartment as it will thaw the
frozen food.

e Always follow the manufacturer’s
insfructions on food packaging when
storing frozen food. If no information
is provided food, should not be
stored for more than 3 months from
the dafe of purchase.

® \When purchasing frozen food,
make sure that it has been stored
under appropriate conditions and
that the packaging is not damaged.

® Frozen food should be transported in
appropriate containers and placed
in the freezer as soon as possible.

® Do not purchase frozen food if the
packaging shows signs of humidity
and abnormal swelling. It is pro-



bable that it has been sfored at an
unsuitable temperature and that the
confents have deferiorated.

The storage life of frozen food
depends on the room temperature,
the thermostat setting, how often the
door is opened, the type of food,
and the length of time required to
fransport the product from the shop
fo your home. Always follow the
instructions printed on the packaging
and never exceed the maximum
storage life indicated.

The maximum amount of fresh food
[in kg) that can be frozen in 24
hours is indicated on the appliance
label.

To use the maximum capacity of the
freezer compartment, use the glass
shelves for the upper and middle
section, and use the lower basket for
the bottom section.

Use the fast freezing shelf to freeze
home cooking (and any other food
which needs to be frozen quickly)
more quickly because of the freezing
shelf's greater freezing power. Fast
freezing shelf is the bottom drawer
of the freezer compartment.

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Note: If you attempt to open the freezer
door immediately after closing it, you
will find that it will not open easily.

5.1 Defrosting

Defrosting the refrigerator/freezer
compartments
