Pull out the mains plug. Open cover cap inside the appliance
above the door (with a Torx 20 screwdriver) and change the
bulb. Close the cover cap.

Exhaust air hose too long? —> Check the maximum length of the
exhaust air hose, for further information, see Installation
instructions for exhaust air duct.

If you cannot correct a fault yourself or if a repair is required:
- Set programme selector to Off.

- Pull out the mains plug.

Do not take hold of the mains plug with damp hands.

Never pull the mains plug out of the socket by tugging the cable.

Do not damage the power cord.

Load the drum with washing only. Check the contents before switching on
the dryer.

Do not use the dryer if the washing has come into contact with solvent, oil,
wax, grease or ink (e.g. setting lotion, nail varnish remover, stain remover,
solvent naphtha, etc.) —> risk of fire/explosion!

Dust hazard (e.g. coal dust, flour): do not use the dryer —> risk of explosion!
Do not use the dryer if the washing contains foam/rubber —> elastic material
may be destroyed and the dryer may be damaged by possible deformation
of the foam.

Make sure the dryer is well ventilated while it is in operation.

Switch off the dryer when the programme ends.

Do not use the dryer if it is defective or considered to be defective; repairs by
customer service only.

Do not use the dryer if the power cord is defective. To prevent hazards, have
a defective power cord replaced by customer service only.

Before changing the interior light bulb, always pull the mains plug out of the
socket.

For reasons of safety use original spare parts and accessories only.

Dryer: pull out the mains plug, then sever the power cord from the appliance.
Dispose of it at a public waste disposal centre.

Packaging: do not allow children to play with packaging parts —> risk of
suffocation!

All materials are environmentally friendly and recyclable. Dispose of them in
an environmentally friendly manner.
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Also observe the separate installation instructions for the exhaust air duct!
