Schweigen silent rangehoods are recognised for their silent operation. Although this holds true for all 
of our rangehoods with external motors, one must note that the rangehoods are silent when they are 
used for regular cooking on the lower fan setting. Therefore, you will only hear the movement of air.

Turning on the rangehood.
Press the On/Off button.
Increase the fan level with + button or reduce the fan level with - button.

Illumination
You may turn on or off the illumination irrespective of the fan.

Timer
When you press this button for more than 2 seconds, a timer function of 15 minutes shall be 
activated. The display will signal when the timing function has started and the motor will stop 
automatically after 15 minutes.

Surfaces
Wash with warm soapy water and a soft sponge. Never use abrasive detergent, scouring pads, steel 
wool or solvents on any part of this appliance, Always make sure to dry the appliance after cleaning 
and never leave wet, as this will cause irreparable damage.

Filters
For this appliance to function effectively, regular maintenance is a must.

Filters should be cleaned every 3-6 weeks or after 40 hours of use.

Cleaning the Interior
Clean the interior of the rangehood with a damp cloth and a neutral detergent or denatured alcohol.

NOTE: Do not use denatured alcohol on the exterior of the rangehood. Do not clean the electric 
parts or the motor with liquids or solvents

Cleaning the Exterior
We recommended using a soft cloth, water and a liquid soap, rinsing it well and then drying it 
thoroughly. For better results, you can use high quality cleaning and protection products (eg. Steel 
Kleen) to clean your rangehood.

WARNING
Make sure that the electrical power is off.
The recommended detergent is a solution of water and a neutral liquid 
soap.
It is very important for the liquid soap to not contain granules that could 
scratch the surface.
First apply the solution to a soft cloth and then rub the cloth over the 
rangehood. It is important to follow the direction of the stained surface 

Do not pour any liquid directly on to the rangehood.
The cloth must have no buttons, zips or fasteners that could scratch the 
surface.

Replacing the LED Lamps

Mounting Laws and Regulations
The minimum safety Installation distance between the top of a cooktop and the lowest part of the 
range hood are as follows:

Minimum installation height for Electric and Gas Cooktops is 650mm*
For rangehoods 90cm wide or larger: Distances above 800mm can compromise the extraction 
performance.
For 60cm wide rangehoods: Distances above 750mm can compromise the extraction 
performance.
Suggested height above a Induction Cook top is 720mm to 800mm.

The location of the installation must have permanent openings for ventilation.

It is strongly recommended that the rangehood be installed centrally over the cooktop.

*IMPORTANT: Please check all State and Federal Laws in relation to the minimum - maximum 
heights, regulations concerning the expelling of air and install your rangehood in accordance  
with local laws and regulations.

Wall Mount Installation
Every wall mounted rangehood has two primary mounting

Installation of the suspension plate to the hood:

There are 2 (L) shaped suspension plates available in the 
installation accessories to suspend the appliance to the 
wall. These plates are supplied with a screw set to provide 
ease of installation. Screw these plates on M5 drive nuts on 
the cabinets with M5 x 40 screws before suspending the 
appliance.

There are many variables that can contribute to the condensation problem associated with induction 
cooktops and rangehoods. Some of these variables include, but are not limited to:

The Country or State you live in (example, WA versus VIC, and the variables in daily temperatures)
The position of your home and kitchen (morning/afternoon sun)
The quality of pots and cookware you are using
Height of rangehood
Rapid heating
Ducting angle
Filter size

If induction, vitro-ceramic hobs and the like are not used correctly, they can lead to problems with the 
condensation of liquids due to temperature differences. After some time in use, these condensed liquids 

User advice to avoid condensation in the rangehood:
The rangehood should be switched on approx. 10 minutes prior to cooking and the delay shut 

Do not cook at full power straight away, i.e. start on low or medium power for a while so that the 
steel in the rangehood can warm up.

Follow the advice from the instructions for induction systems with regards to the condensation 
effect.
Suggested height for induction cooktop is approx. 750mm above the cooking surface.
