LUBRICATION OF ENGINE

Your engine comes with NO oil in the sump. You will need
to add engine oil, refer to pages 9 and 14 for complete
details and images. Failure to do this may result in damage
to the engine, pressure washer and / or injury to the user.

ASSEMBLY

This pressure washer MUST be fully assembled by you prior
to use. Failure to do so will result in the warranty being
VOID. Failure to fully assemble this pressure washer may
also result in personal injury.

SAFETY

Before attempting to operate this pressure washer the
following basic safety precautions should be taken to
reduce the risk of fire, electric shock and personal injury.

It is important to read the instruction manual and to
understand applications, limitations and potential hazards
associated with this pressure washer. It is important that
you read, understand and follow these instructions very
carefully. This pressure washer is not intended for use

by persons (including children) with reduced physical,
sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and
knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning the use of the appliance by a person
responsible for their safety.

BEWARE OF CHILDREN & PETS

Children and pets should be kept out of the operating
area. Children should not be allowed to touch or operate
pressure washers.

When NOT in use keep the pressure
washer preferably stored or locked in a secure well
ventilated cabinet or room with the fuel tank empty.

FUEL - UNLEADED 91 PETROL
(NO ETHANOL)

Fuel used in this pressure washer is poisonous. Always
wear approved breathing protection when decanting

fuel. If you get any fuel on your skin or clothes wash the
affected area immediately with soap and water and change
your clothes. If you get fuel in your eyes wash immediately
with clean water and seek medical attention. If any fuel

is swallowed DO NOT induce vomiting, seek immediate
medical attention.

WORK AREA

Work areas and benches should be kept tidy. Cluttered
benches and work areas can cause accidents. Floors should
be kept clean and free from rubbish. Special care should

be taken when the floor is slippery due to sawdust or wax.
Always leave sufficient distance, at least 5 metres between
the pressure washer and the work area, especially when
using tools designed for sanding or spraying liquids. As this
pressure washer uses a petrol engine, only run the pressure
washer outdoors or in a well ventilated area. If needed use
a longer air hose to reach your work area.

OPERATING ENVIRONMENT

ALWAYS use your pressure washer in an open well
ventilated area. Do not expose your pressure washer

to rain. Do not expose your pressure washer to direct
sunlight. Keep the work area well lit. Do not use your
pressure washer in areas where there is a risk of explosion
or fire from combustible materials, flammable liquids,
paint, varnish, petrol, etc flammable gases and dust of an
explosive nature.

MAINTAIN YOUR PRESSURE WASHER
WITH CARE

When not using your pressure washer ensure the fuel
choke is ‘OFF’. Never leave the fuel choke ‘ON’ as this

can damage the carburettor. Follow the instructions for
lubricating and changing accessories. Keep handles clean,
dry and free from oil and grease. Ensure that ventilation
slots are kept clean and free from dust at all times. Blocked
ventilation slots can cause overheating and damage to the
motor. Ensure that the air and fuel filters are kept clean at
all times.

STOP PRESSURE WASHER

Ensure that the pressure washer has stopped and is turned
off when not in use, before servicing, lubricating, making
adjustments or when changing any accessories.

REMOVE ADJUSTING KEYS
AND WRENCHES

Form the habit of always checking to see that any adjusting
keys or wrenches have been removed from the pressure
washer before operating.

FIRE PRECAUTIONS

Always contact your fire authority before using the
pressure washer on fire restricted days. It is not
recommended to use your pressure washer when a total
fire ban is in force. Never refuel your pressure washer
while it is still running. As a precaution, it is recommended
that an expert is consulted on obtaining and using a
suitable fire extinguisher.

CLEANING YOUR PRESSURE WASHER

Always stop your pressure washer before you commence
cleaning the unit. Always ensure that your pressure
washer has cooled, about one (1) hour, before cleaning and
storing. When cleaning your pressure washer use only a
damp soft cloth. NEVER use liquid or solvents of any type.

All areas can be wiped down once cooled.

RISK OF DAMAGE

Damage may occur if nozzle is used too close to appliance
or surface being cleaned. Always trial test the pressure
washer on an inconspicuous part of the appliance or
surface.

Unpacking

Note: Carefully unpack your pressure washer. This pressure
washer is bulky and heavy, two (2) person lift required.
Dispose of all packing material in an environmentally
responsible manner.

Open carton, gently lift the pressure washer clear of the
carton and packaging, this may require 2 people. Remove
from plastic bag.

Pre - Operation Preparation

Note: If unit has previously been used, the motor, muffler

and exhaust may still be hot enough to burn. Always

exercise caution when checking the pressure washer.

1. Check that the fuel/engine switch is OFF.

2. Check that the spark plug lead is firmly attached to the
top of the spark plug.

3. Holding on to the cage gently rock the pressure washer
and listen for any noise which may indicate loose items.
If anything appears to be loose either tighten or consult
a service agent.

Filling the Fuel Tank

UNLEADED 91 PETROL - NO ETHANOL

Always use clean fresh fuel as specified on page 9. Stale
fuel can cause the pressure washer to run rough and
damage the motor; this will not be covered by warranty.
1. Ensure the engine is OFF.

2. Ensure the fuel tap and engine switch are both OFF.
3. Use fresh fuel as detailed on page 9.

. Do not fill fuel tank above the top of the fuel filter,
Pic. 8.

5. Ensure that the fuel tank cap is screwed on tightly.

Fuel and its vapours are extremely flammable

Adding Lubricating Oil

Always use clean fresh oil as specified on page 9. Incorrect

or old oil can cause the pressure washer to run rough and

damage the motor; this will not be covered by warranty.

1. Ensure that engine is OFF when filling oil.

2. Remove oil plug, see Pic. 9A

3. Use oil as detailed on page 9 (SAE 30W or SAE 15W-40
4 Stroke Motor Qil).

4. Ensure pressure washer is level when filling with oil.
DO NOT TIP / USE A FUNNEL (Not Supplied).

5. Only fill oil to the top of the thread, Pic. 9B.

6. Ensure that the oil filler cap is screwed on tightly before
attempting to start the pressure washer.

Warning: Over filling the oil can damage the pressure

washer, this damage will not be covered under warranty.

Detergent Tube and Bottles (PIC. 10)
Connect the detergent tube, push the tube fully onto
the nipple.

This model pressure washer comes with twin 800ml
detergent bottles, you can use the same detergents in
both or different ones in each.

Fill the detergent bottle/s and turn the selector to the
bottle you wish to use.

Note: The detergent will only flow when the low pressure
black nozzle is used and the motor speed is reduced.

STARTING YOUR PRESSURE WASHER

1. Check oil level.

2. Check and fill fuel.

3. Connect garden hose to cold water source.
Do not turn on!

4. Connect garden hose to garden connection on pump.

Select nozzle, see page 13

. If using detergent fill and select bottle refer page 14,

Pic. 10.

7. Turn choke to start by sliding the choke lever to the
LEFT, Pic 11.

8. Turn fuel on by rotating tap to the left till vertical,
Pic 12.

9. Push engine switch to 1", refer Pic. 13.

10. Pull the recoil starter slowly until engaged, then
pull briskly. This step may need to be repeated until
pressure washer engine starts, this can take up to
about 12 pulls, Pic 14.

Warning: Never pull the recoil once the engine has
started. Any damage caused will not be covered
under warranty.

11. Once started, turn choke to off (run), slide to RIGHT,
refer Pic. 11.

12. Turn cold water source on.

13. Release safety lock on trigger, push lever down.

14. Squeeze trigger on wand. Hold down until all air
is purged and a steady stream of water is passing
through, Pic 15.

15. Release trigger to stop water flow.

WHEN FINISHED WITH DETERGENT

When finished with detergent, release trigger on wand.
Remove tube and filter from detergent bottle. Place tube
and filter around handle. Do not place on the ground as
this will suck dirt into pump. Any damage caused will not
be covered under warranty.
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Change nozzle, see page 13.

Squeeze trigger and continue cleaning with clean
cold water.

STOPPING YOUR PRESSURE WASHER

To stop your pressure;

Turn cold water supply off.

Squeeze gun trigger, releases some water and pressure.
Turn fuel tap off, refer Pic. 12.

Push engine switch off “0".

Turn fuel tap to off, rotate to the left.

Once engine has stopped, squeeze gun trigger, releases
some water and pressure.

7. Disconnect the garden hose from pressure pump and
garden tap.

8. Lock the gun, push lever up.
9. Tidy up hose, gun and lance.

10. Allow pressure washer to cool about 1 hour before
wiping down and store appropriately.
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TAKING A BREAK DURING USE

If taking a break of more than 2 minutes during use you
must turn the pressure cleaner off. Refer page 15 for how
to do this.

Damage will be caused if the pressure washer is left
running while the trigger is off and no water coming out
for more than 2 minutes. Damaged caused will not be
covered under warranty. Pressure washer pump may also
"dump” hot water as a self preservation, when the pump
temperature gets too hot during this break time.

NOZZLE CLEANING (PIC. 16)

Clogging of the spray tip increases the water pressure

and might damage the pump unit

e Clean the spray tip by carefully inserting the provided
spray tip cleaner, or a thin, sharp object (e.g., paper clip)
into the tip to remove deposits.
NOTE: If motor is labouring it is probably caused by a
blocked nozzle. Clean nozzle as above.

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DRAINING THE TANK & CARBURETTOR
(PIC. 17)

1. Turn ON fuel valve to make sure fuel is drained and the
tank is empty. Residual fuel left over a long time will
cause difficulty when next starting the engine.

2. Position an approved fuel container under the carburettor
drain screw to catch fuel; loosen the bolt, Pic. 17. Allow
fuel to drain completely into container.

3. Retighten drain bolt.

4. After draining the fuel tank and carburettor, start the
engine and allow it to run until the unit runs out of fuel.
Consult hazardous waste management guidelines in your
area for the proper way to dispose of fuel.

CLEANING

NEVER use this pressure washer to clean itself. Damage
caused by cleaning the pressure washer with its own
gun will not be covered under warranty. Ensure pressure
washer is cool before cleaning, about 1 hour after use.
e Wipe down all surfaces with a soft clean cloth.
e Rinse all nozzles in a bucket of clean water.
e Place in holder to dry.
o Ensure fuel tap is off.
e Ensure engine switch is off.
e Ensure high pressure hose is left wound up
and not kinked.
e Store in a suitable area away from children
or infirm persons.
e Store in a suitable area which will not freeze.

STORING
When storing for less than 4 weeks please follow
these points to ensure no damage will occur to the
pump or motor. Any damage caused will not be
covered under warranty.
Start motor and run for no more than 30 seconds.
This cleans the pump of excess water.
o Ensure the inlet water hose is not connected
e Ensure the high pressure hose is not connected

to the pump
o Turn fuel tap on
e Turn choke lever to on (start)
e Insure speed lever is on high speed (rabbit)
e Push engine switch to ‘on’
e Pull recoil
e Turn choke to off (run)
e Allow motor to run no more than 30 seconds
e Slide speed lever to slow (turtle)
o Turn fuel tap off
e Push engine switch off
o Drain fuel from tank and carburettor
e Clean as per “cleaning”
If the pressure washer is not to be used or is to be
stored for more than one month the following storage
procedure should be carried out. Drain all the fuel from
the fuel tank and the carburettor, ensure that all the fuel
has been drained.

Remove the spark plug and pour approximately one
tablespoon full of clean engine oil into the spark plug hole.

With the ignition turned OFF gently pull on the recoil
starter cord several times. Re-fit the spark plug and
continue to pull the recoil starter cord until the piston
is on the compression stroke (when resistance is felt)
then stop pulling.

Store the pressure washer in a dry well ventilated
place under a cover to prevent any dust or debris from
accumulating on the pressure washer.



CLEANING TIPS

Deck Cleaning - with or without detergent

Pre-rinse deck and surrounding area with fresh water.
If using deck wash, place detergent suction tube directly
into cleaning solution and apply to surface at low pressure.

For best results, limit your work area to smaller sections of
approximately 2m?, allow deck wash to remain on surface
1-3 minutes. For stubborn dirt/stains you can use a patio
cleaner head (not supplied).

Do not allow detergent to dry on surface.

Rinse at high pressure in a long sweeping motion keeping
the spray nozzle approximately 75mm to 150mm from the
cleaning surface. Always clean from top to bottom and
from left to right.

When moving on to a new section of the cleaning surface,
be sure to overlap the previous section to eliminate stop
marks and ensure a more even cleaning result.

House Siding - with or without detergent

Pre-rinse cleaning surface with fresh water. If using house
wash, place detergent suction tube directly into cleaning
solution and apply to surface at low pressure (for best
results, limit your work area to sections of approximately
2m wide and always apply detergent from bottom to top).

Allow house wash to remain on surface 1-3 minutes.
Do not allow detergent to dry on surface, if surface
appears to be drying, simply wet down surface with
fresh water.

If needed, use special cyclone nozzle attachment (not
supplied) to remove stubborn dirt. Rinse at high pressure
from top to bottom in an even sweeping motion keeping
the spray nozzle approximately 150mm from the
cleaning surface.

Cement Patios, Brick & Stone - with or without
detergent

Pre-rinse cleaning surface with fresh water,

If using all purpose cleaner, place detergent suction tube
directly into cleaning solution and apply to surface at low
pressure. For best results, limit your work area to smaller
sections of approximately 2m?. Allow all purpose cleaner to
remain on surface 1-3 minutes.

Do not allow detergent to dry on surface.

Rinse at high pressure in a sweeping motion keeping the
spray nozzle approximately 75mm to 150mm from the
cleaning surface. Always clean from top to bottom and
from left to right. For removing extremely stubborn stains,
use dirt blaster nozzle.

Cars, Boats & Motorcycles - with or without
detergent

Pre-rinse vehicle with fresh water. If using vehicle wash,
place detergent suction tube directly into cleaning solution
and apply to surface at low pressure.

For best results, clean one side of vehicle at a time and
always apply detergent from bottom to top, do not allow
detergent to dry on surface. Rinse at high pressure in a
sweeping motion keeping the spray nozzle approximately
150mm to 200mm from the cleaning surface (distance
should increase with in rinsing pin-striping or other
sensitive surfaces).

Always clean from top to bottom and from left to right.
For best results, wipe surface dry with a chamois or soft
dry cloth.

BBQ Grills, Outdoor Power Equipment & Gardening
Tools - with or without detergent

Pre-rinse surface with fresh water. If using all purpose
cleaner or degreaser, place detergent suction tube directly
into cleaning solution and apply detergent at low pressure.
Allow detergent to remain on surface 1-3 minutes. Do not
allow detergent to dry on surface

Rinse at high pressure keeping the spray nozzle
approximately 75mm to 150mm from the cleaning surface.
For removing extremely stubborn dirt, it may be necessary
to move the spray nozzle even closer to the surface for
greater dirt cutting action. To remove caked-on mud from
garbage cans, lawn mower blades, wheelbarrows or other
non-sensitive metal surfaces, you may want to use

a smaller degree nozzle.

Patio & Outdoor Furniture - with or without
detergent

Pre-rinse furniture and surrounding area with fresh water.
If using all purpose cleaner, place detergent suction tube
directly into cleaning solution and apply to surface at low
pressure. Allow all purpose cleaner to remain on surface
1-3 minutes. Do not allow detergent to dry on surface.
Rinse at high pressure in a sweeping motion keeping the
spray nozzle approximately 75mm to 150mm from the
cleaning surface. For best results, clean from top to bottom
and from left to right.

Recommendations

If painted surfaces are peeling or chipping, use extreme
caution as pressure washer may remove the loose paint
from the surface.

Always start with the largest degree nozzle to minimise
any paint damage.



MAINTENANCE INFORMATION

If scheduled maintenance is NOT carried out then this
will void your warranty. Use the Service Log on page 22
to keep track of the regular servicing. Ensure that the
authorised service agent has dated, signed and stamped
this log to ensure your warranty is not void.

Fuel Tank Filter (PIC. 18)

The fuel tank filter should be checked every time you fill up
the fuel tank. If dirty, replace. Your fuel tank filter should
be replaced every 50 hours (operation) or every 3 months,
which ever occurs first or whenever considered necessary.

To check or replace the fuel tank filter;

1. Remove the fuel tank cap.

2. Remove the fuel tank filter.

3. If dirty replace fuel tank filter before using the pressure
washer.

4. Push new fuel tank filter into the top of the fuel tank.

5. Replace the fuel tank cap.

Spark Plug (PIC. 19)

Spark plug should be checked every 50 hours (operation) or
every 3 months and replaced every 100 hours (operation)
or every 6 months, which ever occurs first or whenever
considered necessary.
1. Unplug the spark plug lead off the spark plug.
2. To clean use a wire brush/nail file and remove the
carbon deposits on spark plug base.
3. Check the spark plug gap using a feeler gauge.
The gap should be 0.7mm = 0.8mm (0.028" = 0.031").
4. The replacement spark plug is Torch FSRTC
or NGK BPR5ES.

Air Filter
Air filter should be check daily and cleaned or replaced

every 25 hours of operation or every 3 months whichever
occurs first or whenever considered necessary.

To check or replace the air filter;
1. Remove the air filter cover, Pic. 20, by pushing in the

2 lugs and gently pulling the forward and towards the
back to unclip the rear to clips.

2. If dirty you can clean the foam filter or just replace it.

3. Using a clean soft cloth wipe all dust and debris from
the air filter box and air filter cover.

4. Replace the foam filter.

5. Clip the back side of the air filter cover into place and
rotate forward to push the 2 front grooves over the 2
front lugs.

To clean the filter;
1. Remove the foam filter.
2. Shake foam filter to get the excess dust and debris off.

3. Using a foam filter cleaner thoroughly clean the foam
filter, follow the instruction on the bottle.

4. Place somewhere clean to air dry.

5. Once dry it is time to oil, you can either use a foam
filter oil or a mineral oil.

6. Cover the foam filter in a little oil and thoroughly work
the oil through the entire foam filter.

7. Squeeze out the excess oil.
8. Filter is now ready to re-use.

Engine Oil
Used oil is a hazardous waste product and must be

disposed of properly. Do not discard with household waste.

Check with your local authorities, service centre, or dealer
for safe disposal/recycling facilities.

Draining oil

1. With engine off but still warm, disconnect the spark
plug wire and keep it away from the spark plug.
Remove the oil dipstick.

Remove the oil drain bolt.

Drain the oil into an approved container.

After the oil has drained, install and tighten the oil
drain bolt.
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To add engine oil, not included:

Make sure pressure washer is level.

Clean the oil dipstick area of any dirt and debris.

Remove oil dipstick, see Pic 21, and wipe with

a clean cloth.

Replace the oil dipstick, DO NOT TURN OR TIGHTEN.

5. Remove the dipstick and check the oil level. Correct oil
level is at the top of the full indicator on the dipstick,
Pic. 9B.

6. Add oil, SAE30, via the oil fill Pic. 21. Add about 100ml
at a time and check before adding more oil.

7. Qil level will take about 1 minute to drain down
and settle.
8. Check oil level using the oil dipstick, see Pic. 9B.
Replace the oil dipstick, DO NOT TURN OR TIGHTEN.
. Remove the dipstick and check the oil level. Correct oil

level is at the top of the full indicator on the dipstick,
Pic. 9B.

11. Repeat steps 6 to 10 until correct oil level is achieved.
12. Replace oil dipstick and tighten.
