Reading this manual will help to understand the connections of inle, drain hoses and
power cord, and to find a optimal position for the dishwasher.

The installation of the pipes

and electrical equipments
should be done by professionals.

The instatlation position of dishwasher should be near the existing inlet and drain hoses and
power cord.

One side of the cabinet sink should be chosen o facilitate the connection of drain hoses of
the dishwasher.

Preparations should be made before moving the dishwasher to the installation place.

L Choose a place near the sink to facilitate the installation of inlet and drain hoses
(see figure 1).

-2 |f dishwasher is installed at the corner of the cabinet, there should be some space
(illustrated in figure 2) when the door is opened.
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2 Install the hook on the aesthetic wooden panel and put the hook into the slot of the outer door of

dishwasher(see figure 4a). After positioning of the panel, fix the panel onto the outer door by
screws and bolts{See Figure 4b) .

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The door springs are set at the factory to the proper tension for the outer door. If aesthetic
wooden panel are installed, you will have to adjust the door spring tension. Rotate the adjusting
screw to drive the adjustor to strain or relax the steel cable(see Figure ).

Door spring tension is correct when
the door remains horizontal in the
fully opened position, yetrises

to a close with the slight lift of a
finger.

Insert the drain hose into a drain pipe with a minimum diameter of 4cm, or let it

run into the sink, making sure to avoid bending or crimping it. Use the speical
plastic support that comes with the appliance (Figure 6). The free and of the hose
must be at a height between 400 and 1000mm and must not be immersed in water

to avoid the back flow of it. ATTENTION: The special plastic hose support must be
solidly fastened to the wall toprevent the drain hose from moving and allowing water

to spill outside the drain.

tighten the left and right door springs. Faiture to do this could cause damage to your dishwasher
(Hiustration 2).

¢ Levelthe dishwasher. The rear feet can be adjusted from the front of the dishwasher by turning
the screws on the left and right hand side of the cabinet (lllustration 6A). To adjust the front feet,
use awrench and turn the front feet until the dishwasheris level (I1Hustration 6B).

7o The dishwasher must be secured in place. There are two ways to do this:

A. Normal work surface-secure to the work surface by using two woodscrews ensuring the
dishwasher weight is not being hit by the surface (Illustration 7).

B. Marble or granite work top-secure the bracket to the side panel of the dishwasher and secure
the dishwasher to the furniture housing. Put the rubber cap over the screw (iHustration 8).

The dishwasher must be level for the racks to operate correctly and to give maximum wash
performance.
! Place aspiritlevel on the door and the lower rack rail as shown in diagram 1 fo check that

the dishwasher is level.

Fill the Rinse Aid Dispense
Function of Rinse Aid

Rinse aid is automaticaily added during the fast rinse, ensuring thorough rinsing, and spot
and streak free drying.

Attention!

Only use brandad rinse aid for dishwasher. Never fill the rinse aid dispenser with any
othersubstances (e.g. dishwasher cleaning agent, liquid detergent). This would damage
the appliance.

When to Refill the Rinse Aid Dispenser

RINSE AID DISPENSER

To open the dispenser, turn the cap to the "open® (left) arrow and lift it cut.
Pour the rinse aid into the dispenser, being carefuf not to ovarfill,
Replace the cap by inserting it aligned with "open” arrow and turning it to tha closed (right) arrow.

The rinse aid is released during the final rinse to prevent water from forming droplets on your dishes
that canleave spofs and streaks. it also improves drying by allowing water to sheet off the dishes.
Your dishwashers are designed to use fiquid rinse aids. The rinse aid dispanseris located inside the
door next to the detergent dispenser. To fill the dispenser, open the cap and pour the rinse aid into
tha dispenser until the level indicator turns completely black. The volume of the rinse aid container
is about 140m|.

Be careful not to overtill the dispenser, because this could cause aver sudsing. Wipe away any spills
with a damp cloth. Don't forget to replace the cap before you close dishwasher dcor.

Attention!

Clean up any rinse aid split during filling with an absorbent cloth to avoid excess foaming

during the next wash.

Adjusting Rinse Aid Dispenser

The rinse aid dispenser has six or four settings. Always start with the dispenser set on
“2" _Ifspots and poor drying are problems, increase the amount of rinse aid dispensed

by removing the dispenser lid and rotating the dialto 3" . if the dishes still ars not

drying properly or are spotted, adjust the dial to the next higher number until your dishes

are spot-free. We suggestyoutoseton “4” (Factoryvalueis “4" )

‘Function of Detergent |
Detergents with its chemical ingredients are necessary to remave dirt, crush dirt and
transport it out of the dishwasher. Most of cemmercial quality detergents are suitable

for this purpose.

Concentrated Detergent

Based on their chemical composition, dishwasher can be splitin twe basic types:

W conventional, alkaline detergents with caustic components

M low alkaline concentrated detergents with natural enzymes

Theuse of “normal” washing programmas in conjunction with concentrated detergents

reduces pollution and is good for your dishes; these wash programmes are specially matched

to the dirt-dissotving properties of the enzymes of the concenirated detergent. For this reason
“normal” wash programmes in which concentrated detergents are used can achiave the

same resulits that can otherwise only be achieved using “intensive” programmes.

Detergent Tablets

Detergent tabiets of different brands dissoive at different speeds. For this reason some
detergent tablets cannot dissolve and develop their full cleaning power during short
programmes. Therefore please use long programmes when using detergent tablets, to
unsure the complete removal of detergent residuals.

Detergent Dispenser

The dispenser must be refilled before the start of each wash cycle following the instructions
provided in the Wash Cycle Table[T¥our dishwashers use less detergent and rinse aid

then conventional dishwashers. Generally, anly one tablespoon of detergent is needed for
a2 normal wash load. Also, more heavily soiled items need more detergent. Always add the
detergent just before starting dishwasher, otherwise it could get damp and will not dissolve
praperly.

Amount of Detergent to Use

Detergents

There ara 3 sorts of detergents

1.With phosphate and with chlorine
2.With phosphate and without chlorine
3.Without phosphate and without chloride

Normally new pulverised detergent is without phosphate. The water softener function of
phosphate is not given. In this case we recommend to fill salt in the salt container even when
the hardness of water is only 6 dH. If detergents without phosphate were used in case of hard
water often white spots appear at dishes and glasses. In this case please add more detergent
to reach better results. Detergents without chlorine do only bleach a little. Strong and coloured
spots will not removed compiately. In this case plaase choose a programme with higher
temperature. i

Useof “2in1” . “3int” . “4in1” and “5in1” Combination/Compact Detergents

These products are detergents with integrated and combined detergent/rinse aid and
salt functions. Before using these products you should first check that the water hardness
inyour supply is compatible with the uss of these products as per the detergent manu-
facturers (onthe product packaging). These products should be strictly used according to
the detergent manufacturer's instructions. In general detergents that include rinse aid or
water softener are only able to serve good results under certain conditions; rinse aid and
water softener can not adapted to specific conditions. For this reasons in some cases
there might be unwanted cleaning or drving results. Please ask the detergent manufac-
. turer to inform you aboutthe best consume conditions. [f you encounter probiems when
using these products for the first time then please contact the detergent manufacturers
care line. The manufacturer of your dishwasher is not liable for damages caused by
compact detergents nor gives warranty if you use compact detergents.

Whenuse “2in1” . “3in1” . “4in1” or “5in1” Combination/Compact Deter-
gents ,please pay attention to make sure that the size of the Comhination Detergents

is fitted to the dispenser , sothat Combination Detergents can be ease to putinthe
dispenser ,and dispanser would not be broken.

Attention
Keep all detergents in a safe place out of children's reach.
Always add the detergent in the dispenser just before starting the dishwasher.




Loading the Dishwasher Racks

Attention before or after { pading the Dishwasher Racks

Scrape off any large amounts of feft-over food. it is not necessary to rinse the dishes under running water.
Place objects in the dishwasher in following way

1.}lems such as cups, giasses, pots/pans, etc. are stood upside down.

2.Curve items, or those with recesses, should be at a slant so that water can run off.

3.They are stacked securely and cannot tip over.

4.They do not prevent the spray arms from rotating while washing takes place.
Very small items should not be washed in the dishwasher as they could easily fall out of the racks

Removing the dishes

To prevent water dripping from the upper back onto the dishes in the lower back, we recommend that you empty the lower hasket first
and then the upper back..

Loading the Upper Rack

The upper rack is designed to hold more delicaie and lighter dishware such as glasses-, coffee and tea cup and saucérs, as well
as plates, smaill bowls and shallow pans(as long as they are not too dirty).
Position the dishes and cookware so that they do not get moved by the spray of water.
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~ Adjusting the Upper Rack

If required,the height of the upper rack can be adjusted in order to ¢reat more space for large utensils either in the upper rack
or lower rack. The upper rack can be adjusted for height by putting wheels of different height into the rails.

Long items,serving cutlery,salad servers or knives should be placed on the shelf sa that they do not ebstruct the rotatior of the
spray arms. The shelf can be folded back or removed when not required for use.

How to use the Lower Rack

To improve stacking of pots and pans,
the spikes can be folded down.

We recommend that you place large items which are most difficult to clean into the lower rack: pots, pans, lids,
serving dishes and bowls, as shown in the figure to the right.
Itis preferable to place serving dishes and lids on the side of the racks in order to avoid blacking the rotation of the

top spray arm.

Pots, serving bowls, et¢, must always be placed top down.
. Deep pots should be slanted to allow water to flow out.

Not suitable for the dishwasher

The following should not be cleaned in the dishwasher:

. Woaden cutiery and utensils-these will leach out and become unsightly.

- Sensitive ornamental glasses, craft utensil and vases,special antique or irretrievable utensils.These ornaments are not
dishwasher-proof.

- Plastic parts sensitive to hot water,

- Copperand tin utensils.

» Utensils which are soiled with ash,wax, lubricating grease or ink.
- Absorbent materials such as sponges and cloths.

Aluminium and silver parts have a tendency to discolour and fade during the wash cycle.Even some types of glass may turn
cloudy after many wash cycles.

Recommendation:

Infuture buy utensils which identified as dishwasher-proof.

Damage to glassware and other dishes

Possible causes:
= Type of glass or manufacturing process.

= CGhemical compositicn of detergent.

= Water temperature and duration of dishwasher programme.
Suggested remedy:

- Use glassware or porcelain dishes that have been marked ‘dishwasher-proof' by the manufacturer
: Use amild detergent that is described as 'kind to dishes".if necessary,seek further infermation from degergent manufacturers.
- Selecta programme with as low a temperature.

¢ To prevent damage,take glass and cutlery out of the dishwasher as soon as possible after the programme has ended.

To remove an item caught in this fitier, gently squeeze the tabs on top of this
filter and liftit cut.

S Finefilter
This filtar holds soit and foed residue in the sump area and prevents it from being

redeposited on the dishes during a cycle.

Caring for the Dishwasher

Protect Against Freezing

I your dishwasher is left in an unheated place during the winter, ask a service technician to:

& Reconnect the water inlat pipe to the
water valve.

{ Cut off slectrical power to the dishwasher.

£ Turn off the water supply and disconnect the water
inlat pipe from the W;‘;?’Vﬂw& £ Remove the filter in the fub the bottom
and use a sponge to soak up water
S Drain water from the inlet pipe and water valve. in sump.

(Use a pan to catch the water.)

Cleaning the Spray Arms

It is necessary to clean the spray arms regularly , for hard water chemicals will clog the
spray arm jets and bearings.

Filter assembly

For best performance and resuits, the filter assembly must be cleaned.

B —m—— Tha filter efficiently removes food particles from the wash water, allowing it to be
recirculated during the cvele. For this reason, itis a good idea 1o remove the larger

food particles trapped in the fitter after each wash cycle by rinsing the semicircular

filter and cup under running water. To remave the filter assembiy, pull on the cup

handle in the upward direction. The entire filter assembly should be cleaned

once a week.

To clean the coarse filter and the fine filter, use a cleaning brush. Then, reassembie

the filter parts as shown in the figures {eft and reinsert the entire assembiy in the

dishwasher, positioning in its seat and pressing downward.

The dishwasher must never be used without the filters. Improper replacement of the

filter may reduce the performance level of the appliance and damage dishes and utensils.

A WARNING!

The dishwasher must never be used without the filters in place . Improper replacement of the
filter may reduce the perfarmance level of the appliance and cause damage to the appliance .
When cleaning the filters, don't knock on them .Otherwise the filiers could be centorted and the parformance of dishwasher could

be debased.
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Cleaning the Door

Te clean the edge around the door, you should use only a soft warm, damp rag. To prevent
penetration of water into the door lock and electrical components, do not use a spray cleaner
of any kind.

Alse, never use abrasive cleaners or scouring pads on the outer surfaces because they will
scratch the finish. Some papers towels can also scratch or teave marks on the surface.
