Installation

e Two person installation: Use two or more people to move and install the appliance. Failure to
do so can result in back or other injury.

Freestanding design: This appliance is designed to be freestanding only, and should not be
recessed or built-in.

Floor surface: This appliance must be properly positioned on a dry, sturdy, level surface that is

strong enough to support it when it is fully loaded.

e Ambient temperature: The ambient temperatures must correspond to the climate class (ST/N)
indicated on the rating plate of the appliance: 16°C - 38°C

e Clearances: Ensure that air can circulate freely around the back of the cabinet, which is
necessary to cool the compressor and condenser. Allow at least 10cm clear space at the back,
10cm at the sides of the unit and 30cm between the top and any surface above (i.e. a bench
top). If you are installing your refrigerator next to a fixed wall, leave sufficient space on the
hinge side to allow for the door to swing open.

Do NOT install/use the appliance in the following locations/situations:

e In moist areas or areas of high humidity.

e In a recreational vehicle, or for use with an inverter.

e |n direct sunlight, near heat sources, next to an open flame, cooking or heating appliance, or
near any other source of high heat.

e Direct sunlight may affect the acrylic coating and heat sources may increase the unit’s power
consumption. For best energy efficiency install the appliance in the coolest area of the room.

e In an area with extreme cold ambient temperatures.

e |In an area with excessive moisture and high humidity. Make sure it is protected from elements
such as wind, rain, water spray or drips.

e In an area where petrol or other explosive and/or flammable liquids or fumes are used or
stored. The fumes can create a fire hazard or explosion.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

o WARNING! It must be possible to disconnect the appliance from the mains power supply; the
plug must therefore be easily accessible after installation.

Before plugging in your new bar fridge, let it stand upright for at least 2 hours. This will allow
the refrigerant gases to settle into the compressor and reduce the possibility of a malfunction
in the cooling system.

The appliance must be earthed. The plug of the power supply cord is equipped with a contact
for this purpose. Do not under any circumstances cut or remove the third (earth) prong from
the power cord.

If the plug does not fit your outlet, consult a licensed electrician for advice to have the outlet
changed.

Plug the unit into a dedicated, properly earthed wall outlet. Ensure that your outlet voltage
and circuit frequency correspond to the voltage stated on the rating label.

Secure the bar fridge’s supply cord behind the unit. Do not leave it exposed or dangling to
prevent injury and accidental disconnection from the power supply.

Adjust the temperature control as described below.

e When first starting up, and after a period out of use, allow the unit to cool down for at least
2-3 hours (4 hours if starting up during warm weather in summer) before placing food in the
bar fridge.

Before putting any fresh or frozen foods, the refrigerator shall have run for
2-3 hours, or for above 4 hours in summer when the ambient temperature is
high.

Leave enough space for opening of the doors and drawers.

ENERGY SAVING TIPS

The appliance should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from heat producing
appliances or heating ducts, and out of the direct sunlight.

Let hot foods cool to room temperature before placing in the appliance. Overloading the
appliance forces the compressor to run longer. Foods that freeze too slowly may lose quality, or
spoil.

Be sure to wrap foods properly, and wipe containers dry before placing them in the appliance.
This cuts down on frost build-up inside the appliance.

Appliance storage bins should not be lined with aluminum foil, wax paper, or paper toweling.
Liners interfere with cold air circulation, making the appliance less efficient.

Organize and label food to reduce door openings and extended searches. Remove as many
items as needed at one time and close the door as soon as possible.

Structure & Functions

REFRIGERATOR

e The refrigerator is suitable for storage of a variety of fruits, vegetables, beverages and other
food consumed in the short term.

e Cooked food should not be put in the refrigerating chamber until cooled to room temperature.

e The freezer may keep food fresh for a long time and it is mainly used to store frozen foods and
making ice.

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Maintenance and care of the appliance

OVERALL CLEANING

Dust behind the refrigerator and clean the floor around the appliance to improve the cooling
effect and energy efficiency. The interior of the refrigerator should be cleaned regularly to
avoid odour. Soft towels or sponges dipped in water and non-corrosive neutral detergents are
suggested for cleaning. The freezer should be cleaned with clean water and a cloth.

Do not use hard brushes, clean steel balls, wire brushes, abrasives, such
as toothpastes, organic solvents (such as alcohol, acetone, banana oil,
etc.), boiling water, acid or alkaline items clean refrigerator considering
that this may damage the fridge surface and interior.

Do not rinse with water so as not to affect the electrical insulation
properties.

WARNING: Please unplug the refrigerator for defrost and cleaning.

DEFROSTING

The refrigerator is made based on the air-cooling principle and thus has automatic defrosting
function. Frost formed due to change of season or temperature may also be manually removed
by disconnection of the appliance from power supply

or by wiping with a dry towel.

OUT OF OPERATION

Power failure: In case of power failure, even if it is in summer, foods inside the appliance can
be kept for several hours; during the power failure, reduce the times the door is opened shall be
reduced, and no more fresh food shall be put into the appliance.

Long-time nonuse: The appliance shall be unplugged and then cleaned; then the doors are left
open to prevent odour.

Moving: Before the refrigerator is moved, remove all objects from inside , fix the glass partitions,
vegetable holder, freezing chamber drawers and etc. with tape, and tighten the leveling feet;
close the doors and seal them with tape. During moving, the appliance shall not be laid upside
down or horizontally, or be vibrated;

the incline during movement shall be no more than 45°.

The appliance shall run continuously once it is started. Generally, the operation of the appliance
shall not be interrupted; or otherwise the service life may be impaired

Check whether the appliance is connected to power or whether the plug is making good contact.

Loud noise

Check whether the floor is level and whether the refrigerator is also level. Check whether
accessories are placed at proper locations

Door seal loose

Remove foreign matters on the door seal

Heat the door seal and then cool it for restoration (or blow it with an electrical drier or use a hot
towel for heating)

Water pan overflows

There is too much food in the chamber or food stored contains too much water, resulting in heavy
defrosting

The doors are not closed properly, resulting in frosting due to entry of air and increased water
due to defrosting

Hot housing

Heat dissipation of the built-in condenser via the housing, which is normal. When housing
becomes hot due to high ambient temperature, storage of too much food or the compressor is
shut down, provide sound ventilation to facilitate heat dissipation

Surface condensation

Condensation on the exterior surface and door seals of the refrigerator is normal when the
ambient humidity is too high. Just wipe the moisture with a clean towel.

Abnormal noise

Buzz: The compressor may produce buzzes during operation, and the buzzes are loud particularly
upon start or stop. This is normal.

Creak: Refrigerant flowing inside of the appliance may produce creak, which is normal.
