Assembly Requirements

Quickfit/Cam Lock Guide
To use the quickfit/cam lock, first
insert the quickfit into the panel. The
“shoulder” of the quickfit should be
flush against the panel, as shown in (a).
When inserting the cam lock, ensure
the orientation is correct, as shown, so
that it aligns properly with the quickfit,
as shown in (b) and (c).
Once the panels have been connected,
tighten the cam lock with a
screwdriver (d).
