Make sure that all the packing materials are 
removed from the inside of the door.

This microwave oven must be placed on a 
flat, stable surface to hold its weight and 
the heaviest food likely to be cooked in the 
oven.

For correct operation, the oven must have 
sufficient airflow.

Inquiring	function	
In states of microwave cooking, press 
‘MICROWAVE’, and the current microwave 
power will be displayed for 3 seconds. After 
three seconds, the oven will turn back to the 
former state. 

2. In cooking state, press ‘CLOCK’ to display 
the current time. Then it will flash in the 
LED for 3 seconds. 

Multi-section	cooking

hints and tips for microwave cooking

Foods that are high in liquid, fat and sugar 
cook well in the Breville ikon™ Microwave 
Oven.

Drier foods require shorter cooking time.

Always arrange food carefully. Place the 
thickest areas towards the outside of the 
dish.

Place smaller items, such as 1-cup drinks, 
towards the outer edge of the glass turntable 
tray.

Place larger items, such as chicken or cake, 
in the centre of the glass turntable tray.

Larger items, such as chicken or cake, should 
be raised on a microwave-safe rack for more 
even cooking.

Pay close attention to the cooking time. Cook 
for the shortest amount of time indicated 
and add more time as needed. Food that is 
severely overcooked can smoke or ignite.

Cover foods loosely with vented lids or 
microwave safe plastic wrap while heating or 
cooking. Covering foods prevent splattering 
and helps foods cook evenly.

Turn foods over once during microwaving to 
speed cooking of such foods as chicken and 
hamburgers. Large items like roasts must be 
turned over at least once.

Rearrange foods such as meatballs halfway 
through cooking both from top to bottom and 
from the centre of the dish to the outside.

Microwave utensils

Containers, plates, dishes, etc. used in the 
Breville ikon™ Microwave Oven should 
always be microwave-safe. Check if stated 
on the underside of the utensil or contact the 
manufacturer.

To test if a container, plate or dish 
is microwave-safe, place it into the 
microwave oven with 1 cup of cold water 
(in a microwave-safe cup) and heat on High 
(100%) Power for 1 minute. If the container 
is hot and the water is cold, the container is 
not suitable for microwave oven use. If the 
container is cold and the water is hot, then 
the container is suitable for microwave oven 
use.

Metal containers and utensils should not be 
used in the Breville ikon™ Microwave Oven.

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Switch off the microwave oven at the power 
outlet and remove the plug from the power 
outlet before cleaning.

Keep the inside of the oven clean. When food 
splatters or spilled liquids adhere to oven 
walls, wipe with a damp cloth. Mild detergent 
may be used if the oven gets very dirty. Avoid 
the use of spray and other harsh cleaners 
as they may stain, streak or dull the door 
surface.

The outside surfaces should be cleaned with 
a damp cloth. To prevent damage to the 
operating parts inside the oven, water should 
not be allowed to seep into the ventilation 
openings.

Wipe the door and window on both sides of 
the door seals and adjacent parts frequently 
with a damp cloth to remove any spills or 
spatters. Do not use abrasive cleaner.

Do not allow the control panel to become wet. 
Clean with a soft, damp cloth. When cleaning 
the control panel, leave oven door open to 
prevent oven from accidentally turning on.

If steam accumulates inside or around the 
outside of the oven door, wipe with a soft dry 
cloth. This may occur when cooking foods 
high in moisture or if the microwave oven is 
operated under high humidity conditions, this 
is normal.

It is occasionally necessary to remove the 
glass turntable tray for cleaning. Wash the 
tray in warm sudsy water, rinse in clean 
water and dry thoroughly.

The roller ring and oven floor should be 
cleaned regularly to ensure the turntable tray 
rotates correctly and avoid excessive noise. 
Simply wipe the bottom surface of the oven 
with a soft damp cloth. The roller ring may be 
washed in mild sudsy water, rinse in clean 
water and dry thoroughly. When removing the

roller ring from cavity floor for cleaning, be 
sure to replace in the proper position.

Remove odours from your oven by combining 
a cup of water with the juice of one lemon 
in a deep microwave-safe bowl, microwave 
on High (100%) for 5 minutes. Wipe the oven 
cavity thoroughly and dry with a soft cloth.

When it becomes necessary to replace 
the oven light, please consult your Breville 
Service Centre to have it replaced.

Please do not dispose this appliance with 
domestic rubbish; it should be taken to the 
appropriate disposal centre provided by the 
local council municipalities.

Before you call for service 

Check to ensure that the oven is plugged in 
securely. If it is not, remove the plug from the 
power outlet, wait 10 seconds and plug it in 
again securely.

Check for a blown circuit fuse or a tripped 
main circuit breaker. If these seem to be 
operating properly, test the power outlet with 
another appliance. 

Check to ensure that the control panel is 
programmed correctly and the timer is set.

Check to ensure that the door is securely 
closed engaging the door safety lock system. 
Otherwise, the microwave energy will not 
flow into the oven.

If	non	of	the	above	rectify	the	situation,	then	
contact	your	Breville	Service	Centre.	Do	NOT	
try	to	adjust	or	repair	the	oven	yourself.
